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City Releases $1.959 Million to End Homelessness
 
Denver’s Road Home Makes Second Round of Allocations
 
Denver – Leaders behind Denver’s Road Home, the city’s Ten Year Plan to End Homelessness, today announced $1.959 million in private funding allocations for 13 homeless providers.  The funding will address gaps in service as identified by the Denver Homeless Commission.  

These funds are in addition to the $2.5 million dollars in public funding released in the Spring of 2006 to support plan implementation which began in July 2005.   This second round of allocations will be released in July 2007 to coincide with the third year of Denver’s Road Home.  Since implementation, Denver’s Road Home has created more than 400 units of housing and 700 new jobs for the homeless while at the same time preventing over 150 families from becoming homeless through eviction assistance.  This new round of funding will provide additional support specific to housing, employment and mental health and substance abuse treatment services.  
 
“Denver’s Road Home has seen an extraordinary level of support from businesses and individuals in our community,” said Michael Durkin, Mile High United Way president.  “As the financial steward for Denver’s Road Home, Mile High United Way is very pleased to be putting this money into the hands of the providers who are working hard to end homelessness.”   Mile High United Way partners with the city on Denver’s Road Home to raise funding within the community and ensure that resources are effectively allocated toward long-term solutions to end homelessness.  
 
Funding for these allocations was raised through the Community Appeal to End Homelessness, a partnership between the City and County of Denver, Mile High United Way, local foundations, businesses and individuals.  Housing & Neighborhood Development Services (H&NDS) worked collaboratively with Denver’s Road Home to provide a majority of the funding support for the over 100 units of new affordable housing generated through this allocations process.  These funds supplement the funds already provided through competitive federal, state and local grant processes. 
 
All final allocation decisions were unanimously made and endorsed by Denver’s Road Home Resource Allocation Committee (RAC) which reviewed funding applications submitted by 23 agencies. The RAC is responsible for guiding the proposal process, reviewing applications for funding and making funding decisions. The RAC includes members from the private, public and foundation sectors, as well as individuals who are currently or previously homeless.  This group was chaired by community leader, Barbara Grogan from National Western Industrial Contractors.  
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
