Vulnerability Index

A More than 6 months street homeless AND at least
one of the following:

I End Stage Renal Disease

i History of Cold Weather Injuries

i Liver Disease or Cirrhosis

i HIV+/AIDS

I Over 60 years old

i Three of more emergency room visits in prior three months

I Three or more ER or hospitalizations in prior year

Project Overview

A Monday: Training
A Tues, Weds, Thurs: 4 am to 6 am surveys
A Monday: Community Meeting

A Next: House remaining chronic and
vulnerable individuals as quickly as possible



Where We Went
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Methodically Canvass the Streets between 4 and 6 am




Interview Methodology

A Team leader with 3 or more team members

A Divided Denver into 11 sectors

A Covered each sector on 3 consecutive mornings

A Asked each person encountered to participate

A Logged refusals

ASurvey in exchange for $5

Interview Results

A 276 interviews completed out of 310 people seen

I 97 Iinterviews were administered in an overflow shelter (72
men at Crossroads, 25 women at Delores Project)

A 89% response rate
A 121 (44%) with high mortality risk (vulnerable)
A 198 pictures allowed

Prevalence of Risk Indicators

Risk indicator National Average Denver
Sample Size 5571 276
Tri-morbid 29% 23%
3x hospital or ER last year 10% 17%
3x ER last 3 months 13% 10%
> 60 years old 10% 7%
HIV+/AIDS 3% 1%
Liver Disease 10% 9%
Kidney Disease 5% 2%
Cold/Wet Weather Injury 9% 12%
% vulnerable 42% 44%

121 (44%) of those surveyed met at least one High -Risk Criteria



Risk Indicators

Risk indicator # of people
Tri-morbid 62
3x hospital or ER last year 48
3x ER last 3 months 27
> 60 years old 20
HIV/AIDS 4
Liver Disease 24
Kidney Disease 6
Cold/Wet Weather Injury 33




Age/Seniors
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A 20 (7%) people are over 60 years old

A Oldest respondent was 72 years old
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
