City Releases $1.7 Million for Housing
To Help Homeless Men, Women and Children 
Denver – The City & County of Denver today released $1.7 million in grants to provide housing for chronically homeless men, women and children.  The grants, to be spread among six homeless service providers in Denver, will help achieve the goals of Denver’s Road Home, the city’s Ten Year Plan to End Homelessness.

The Department of Human Services published a Request for Proposals (RFP) on September 29th.  Today’s awards will fund six programs with a maximum grant amount of $350,000 to each.  
Grant recipients will provide rental assistance for chronically homeless persons, transitional housing for homeless women and children, housing for homeless veterans, rental properties for homeless households, and “Housing First” units that include housing and services for the chronically homeless.  Details of the programs are attached.

“Our department’s primary mission is to effect real change for the neediest residents of Denver,” said Roxane White, manager of the Department of Human Services.  “Through the release of these funds, and other money being raised and distributed by Denver’s Road Home, the city will be providing the homeless with what they most need – housing and supportive services to help them get off the streets.”

“With Mayor Hickenlooper’s leadership, Denver’s Road Home is creating exciting and innovative opportunities to reverse the plight of homelessness in our community,” White continued.  “Not only is it the right thing to do but we now know that housing the homeless actually saves the city money.  I’m confident this $1.7 million will be money well spent for the taxpayers of Denver.”
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
