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MAYOR PARTIES IN HIS PAJAMAS

2nd Annual Pajama Party Benefits Denver’s Road Home
Denver – Mayor Hickenlooper and over six hundred of Denver’s top business and community leaders in their pajamas raised over $110,000 for Denver’s Road Home tonight at the second annual Pajama Party hosted by the Marriott Residence Inn at Denver Civic Center. Last year’s PJ Party raised over $70K for Denver Road Home.  
Supported by foundations, corporations and individuals, Denver’s Road Home is a partnership between the City and County of Denver and Mile High United Way to end homelessness in 10 years.  
“The Pajama Party is a fun event for a very serious cause,” said Mayor John Hickenlooper.  “I am proud to be mayor of a city where civic-minded and compassionate business leaders come together with our citizens and nonprofit community as partners in ending homelessness.  We are grateful to Walter Isenberg and all of the people working everyday to help Denver’s homeless population transition off the streets and into lives of self-sufficiency and stability.”

“Denver’s Road Home is more than a slogan, it is a plan to end homelessness that would be impossible if not for the ongoing and generous support of the community in Denver,” said Walter Isenberg, president of Sage Hospitality.  “I’m optimistic that with the support we’re seeing tonight, we can work together to create lasting solutions to homelessness.”

In addition to hosting the fundraiser, the Marriott Residence Inn donated 100 percent of its guest room revenue for the evening to Denver’s Road Home.  $5,000 corporate sponsors for the event include Sage Hospitality Resources, Anthem, Suncor Energy, and Denver Department of Human Services.  $1,000 corporate sponsors include Adco General, Jacobs Chase Frick Kleinkopf & Kelley LLC, Qwest, Greenberg Traurig and Glaceau Vitamin Water.  Additionally, companies donating raffle prizes for the evening included Southwest Airlines and Frontier Airlines.

 
“It’s heartening to see so many businesses and community members coming out tonight to support Denver’s Road Home, and I think it shows that people are beginning to understand that those facing homelessness are not so far removed from us, “  said Mike Durkin, Mile High United Way president.  “Thousands of working people are struggling to be self-sufficient, and the slightest problem – like needing to replace a worn tire or pay for a needed prescription – can send them over the edge.”
Denver’s Road Home is already seeing a return on the community’s investment.  In the first year, Denver’s Road Home exceeded its goals by adding 423 new units of housing, assisting 701 homeless people in finding work, providing treatment services to 677 individuals, helping 156 families with eviction assistance, and pairing 141 families with our faith-based mentoring teams.
