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Comcast Sponsored Project Homeless Connect 3 serves more than 600 
 

More than 600 homeless individuals today were helped through Project Homeless Connect 3, a one day event helping people overcome barriers to self-sufficiency through a full array of community services in one location. Project Homeless Connect 3, which took place at the Denver Department of Human Services from 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. today, is a partnership between the City and County of Denver and Mile High United Way. 
 

Comcast sponsored Project Homeless Connect 3 with nearly 700 Comcast volunteers providing one-on-one support for homeless individuals walking through services like access to personal identification, housing, legal, employment, medical, dental, veteran, housing, and child care. 
 

“Having all these services in one location is key to overcoming hurdles people face every day,” said Jamie Van Leeuwen, Project Manager for Denver’s Road Home. “The success today is another demonstration that this community owns Denver’s Road Home and its plan to end homelessness. Thanks to Mile High United Way, Comcast, the Interagency Council on Homelessness and our other community partners for making this an event our community can be proud of.”
 

More than 35 area health and human services providers, businesses, schools and medical organizations helped the homeless including: 
 

-         200 with personal documentation eligibility like IDs, which are necessary to access benefits like housing, employment and other services.
-         120 with job opportunities through seven onsite employers including ARC Thrift Stores (retail, customer service jobs), Comcast (customer service jobs), Center for Transportation Safety (trucking jobs), Convergys (customer service jobs), Echostar Satellite LLC (customer service jobs), High School Posters (phone sales jobs) and Temporaries on Stand By (day labor jobs). 
-         115 with direct medical care including screenings for dental, vision, and urgent medical care.
-         110 with legal consultations and assistance.
 

In addition:
 

-         26 homeless individuals left today with jobs starting Monday through Temporaries on Stand By – a day labor outfit that hires people for construction and other jobs.
-         65 Veterans were helped with benefits, military records and hygiene kits. 
-         52 children were provided onsite daycare while parents sought out services and connections were made for future daycare.
 

Comcast presented Denver’s Road Home with a donation of $50,000 in addition to providing 700 volunteers and in-kind donations. In additional, the following companies provided in-kind donations: Chipotle, Deep Rock Water, Old Chicago Foundation, Regis University, Robinson Dairy and Udi’s.
